Dutch shipbuilder Damen Shipyards will build twelve vessels for Brazilian company 
Wilson Sons, continuing the strong business relationship between the two companies. 
Damen will deliver partial material packages for a total of eight Damen ASD Tugs 2411, 
two Damen ASD Tugs 3211 and two Damen Platform Supply Vessels 8816 (PSV 4500). 
Delivery of the vessels is scheduled for 2012. Wilson Sons and Damen have cooperated for 
over 25 years in the construction of vessels. To date 47 vessels have been built and 
delivered and another 16 are set to be built. Since it was established in 1927, Damen has 
acquired a leading position in modular shipbuilding. Today, Damen has more than 30 
shipyards and related companies all over the world and is involved in new construction, 
maintenance and repair activities as well as other associated maritime services.

Van Oord strengthens Brazilian presence 
 
The Dutch dredging and marine contractor Van Oord has taken on the 
job of dredging the harbor of Suape in Brazil. The contract value 
amounts to some 35 million euro. The client is Suape Complexo 
Industrial Portuario Governador Eraldo Gueiros port operator and public institution of the state of Pernambuco. 
The execution of the project starts mid-December 2009 and will take six months to complete. This contract 
comes hot on the heels of an earlier 45 million euro contract, awarded in October, for the dredging and 
deepening of the harbor at Rio de Janeiro.

EMBRAER, GE AND AZUL DEVELOPING THE USE 
OF BIOFUEL

 
 

EMBRAER, the Brazilian airplane manufacture 
company, in partnership with General Electric, Azul 
Linhas Aéreas and Amyris announced the signing of a 
Memorandum of Understanding to evaluate the

jet fuel. The initiative can culminate in a demo flight, by 
early 2012, of an Embraer E-Jet using GE engines and 
belonging to Azul Linhas Aéreas. 
 
 

 
The goal is to accelerate the introduction of a 

renewable jet fuel that could significantly lower 
greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions, and provide a long-
term sustainable alternative to petroleum-derived jet
